To add some movements: Two children make an arch by holding their hands up, face 

to face and the rest of them pass under the arch, one by one, creating a line. They 

continue to walk under the arch, one by one. When the last word of the verse is said 

(the “My fair Lady” part) the two children who form the arch drop their hands down 

and that child gets to be one of the children creating the arch. 

Color: purple = morado  

Shape: octagon = octagano  

Numbers: 17 & 18  

Letters: G & N 

Spanish Words: number = numero more = mas
